Transition to KAB in Y7
• From KAB primary it is direct - unless parents 

wish for an alternative secondary school
• KAO is officially a separate school with a 

separate DFE Number
• In Y6, KAO parents will need to apply for a place 
• A criterion has been consulted upon and was 

successfully added to admissions policy for the 
2024 intake (the first year there is a Y6 cohort) to 
include priority ‘for children transferring to Year 
7 and attending the linked primary academy, 
King’s Academy Oakwood’
